A limited number of products on the market have a similar purpose to the device being
created. One product, a silicone finger cap, allows the user to work quickly with hot glue.
However, there is still a risk associated with hot glue coming in contact with other parts of the
hand. In addition, finger sizes vary from person to person, making the silicone finger an
unreliable way to protect from hot glue burns. Finger thimbles serve a similar purpose of
protecting the fingers from intense heat. However, a similar problem arises, where finger sizes
vary from person to person. In addition, the finger thimble is not specifically designed for hot
glue, but instead designed for ironing. The hot glue gun helper kit is another product on the
market that aims to make gluing with hot glue a safer process. The main items the kit includes
are silicone finger caps and a silicone mat. Although both of these tools help in safer hot glue
gun use and in turn prevent burns, they are external items that do not fit on the glue gun itself.
Another product is the hot glue gun stand by Surebonder. The hot glue gun stand aims to add
safety and convenience to crafts with hot glue. However, many users have reported that the stand
does not stay upright, defeating the purpose of the stand. A low temperature glue gun is another
product on the market that aims to reduce hot glue gun incidents. The low temperature means
that burns are less frequent. However, because of the low temperature, the hot glue dries quickly
and forces clients to work with haste. Finally, a high temperature glue gun with an insulated
nozzle provides a safer way to use hot glue that works to its full potential. Although, the product
is faulty, as a significant number of clients complained that the glue gun leaked excess amounts
of hot glue, possibly due to a defective nozzle. Many of the products aimed at developing a safer
way to use hot glue used silicone, which proved to be an effective way to protect from heat and

burns.
